Donôt be fooled by this seemingly free 

connection. It is just a mirage that 

will not connect you to the Internet. In 

fact, you may end up connecting your 

computer directly to a hacker. 

Normally, wireless connections are 

created and maintained by a router. 

However, an ñad-hocò wireless con-

nection can be created that connects 

two Wi-Fi enabled computers without 

a router. This type of connection is identifiable by the 

description ñUnsecured computer-to-computer net-

workò. Basically, if you connect to a ñFree Public Wi-

Fiò network that shows a ñcomputer-to-computer con-

nectionò, you enable a connection between your com-

puter and another computer nearby.  

But, nothing really happened?  Of course not. 

You wonôt notice anything happening but, as long as 

you are connected, your computer is an open book to 

the other person connected to you. In addition, as long 

as you leave that connection active on your computer, 

you are basically leaving a back door open for hackers 

to walk right in.

Marketing tips to stimulate your business  

Why are there so many òFree 

Public Wi-Fió connections 

available around the world?   
Basically, someone (we will call him 

Jack) created an ñad-hocò network 

called ñFree Public Wi-Fiò for a pur-

pose at one time. When Jack was 

done using it, he didnôt turn it off, the 

connection stayed open on his laptop 

(the back door was left open). So, 

everywhere that Jack went, the ñFree Public Wi-Fiò 

ñad-hocò network was sure to broadcast. This broad-

cast signal was soaked up by other wireless-enabled 

computers and when people noticed the connection, 

they immediately took it at face value, ñFreeò, and 

connected, saving the settings on their computer. 

Why would Jack set up an òad-hocó com-

puter network?  An ñad-hocò connection is actu-

ally useful when transferring data from one computer 

to another. For example, you could connect your work 

computer to your laptop and download all the files 

you need for a business trip. Or, you could set up an

ñad-hocò connection to share a printer or the Inter-

net between two computers in a safe environment. 

However, the ñFree Public Wi-Fiò connections you 

find in public places can be dangerous and are not a 

Wi-Fi Internet connection that is free for everyone.  

Airports are like a gold mine for hackers. They 

create these ñad-hocò networks and label them as 

ñFree Public Wi-Fiò to take advantage of unsus-

pecting users just fishing for an Internet connection. 

Then they just wait to see who will take the bait.  

The best way for you to protect yourself 

is not to click on or connect to these 

types of wireless networks at all... unless 

you are absolutely sure the connection is what you 

intended. If you are just looking for the Internet, an 

ñad-hocò connection is not it. We encourage clients 

to configure their laptops to only connect with

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router-based networks. With Windows XP, a con-

figuration option is available for you to select the 

specific types of connections you would like to 

use with your computer. Simply go to:  

1. The control panel 

2. Network connections 

3. Wireless networks tab 

4. Advanced button 

5. Select ñAccess point (infrastructure)  

networks onlyò and click on close 

This will prevent your computer from ever con-

necting to an ñad-hocò connection automatically.  

If your wireless connections are controlled by a 

source other than Windows, you may have to dig a 

little further. Generally, there is a setting you can 

select or the device will display an error message 

when it tries to connect to an ñad-hocò connection. 

Either way, stay away from ñad-hocò networks.

Prospects I have had a phone conversation 

with, had the opportunity to serve in the past, or 

have contacted us for information before, I consider 

a warm prospect. Dividing your prospects allows 

you to focus your marketing efforts to suit their 

needs. For example, a person who has never heard 
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of your company, may be more inclined to read a 

greeting card or newsletter from you than to chat 

with you on the phone (telemarketing). Where a 

prospect that is aware of your offerings may be 

better suited with a personal e-mail.  

Internet marketing...  The preferred method 

for marketing on the Internet is advertising. How-

ever, hiring a graphic designer or advertising firm 

to come up with content for your ads can become 

very expensive. A more economical approach is 

Search Engine Optimization (SEO). Web develop-

ers can help you maximize the benefits of your 

website through posting your business on search 

engines and linking your page to others. Of 

course, there is a lot more to it, but in a nut shell, 

SEO is a great way to saturate the Internet with 

your company information .  

In short, I am not trying to sell you anything or 

give away my trade secrets, but I encourage you to 

refocus your marketing to build relationships with 

your prospects. Give your business a running start 

against the competition this summer with clever  

personalized campaigns.

Even 

though this is not a new concept, Sling Media has 

simplified this technology with their Slingbox Digi-

tal Media Receivers allowing your television signal 

to be sent anywhere in the world. Even better, you 

are able to control the video that appears on your 

screen, just like you were watching from home with 

the use of a virtual remote control on your com-

puter screen. 

What is a Slingbox and isnõt it expen-

sive?  Slingbox, a small box weighing 1.5 lbs., 

connects to your television, or any other video-

output device and streams the signal to your com-

puter, laptop or cell phone. It works with regular 

TV, satellite TV, cable TV, DVD player, DVR, 

camcorder, Apple TV boxes and iPods that are 

docked in either an Apple Universal Dock or an 

Apple iPod Hi-Fi.  

There are no subscription fees,  just a one-

time purchase price for the hardware ($179.00-

$299.00, depending on the model) and software 

(free for PC or Mac, a one-time license fee of $29.99 

per device for mobile phones). The SlingPlayer soft-

ware can be installed on as many devices as youôd 

like so you donôt have to repurchase the hardware or 

software for each device. However, two devices with 

the same licensing code cannot access the Slingbox at 

the same time due to copyright and digital media 

laws.
